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Getting Started
Anyone interested in GMASEP should first contact the program coordinator who will meet one-on-one with student candidates to review the ins and outs of GMASEP. Candidates will then be asked to take three tests: The English placement test, the math placement test, and the GMASEP entrance test.  Candidates will also be required to attend an orientation session. If candidates are admitted into the program, they will then be required to find a sponsoring dealership that is willing to employ the candidates for the duration of the program. A sponsor must be obtained no later than the beginning of the second semester, and students are highly encouraged to find a sponsor prior to even starting the first day of class.  Students unable to find a sponsor by the deadline will not be permitted to continue in GMASEP.
