	Dee relayed that faculty teaching during the summer will be reduced from 10 credit hours to 8 credit hours.   The question about overload/re-assigned time is still being evaluated by the Faculty Efficiency Budget Committee that Pat is chairing.  	Pat shared that her committee has been gathering data about release/overload time.  The information has been forwarded to the Dean’s Working Group for consideration.  

Linda Pinkard said that Dean Bibbins is hopeful that the vacant Student Activities Specialist position will soon be filled.  In the meantime various staff members have been dividing the duties along with two student workers.

Linda Simmons met with Dr. Hinton regarding the focus of the MA Campus.  The CC noted that MA has various features that could be highlighted including the welding, bio-technology and automotive programs.  We also noted that our campus location, size and scenic beauty are advantageous but we could not determine that the Campus has a single 
focus area that is more/less important than any other area.
