COURSE DESCRIPTION
	Art 101 presents the history and interpretation of architecture, sculpture, and painting of prehistoric, ancient, and medieval civilizations.  The historical and cultural background of each period will be discussed in the readings and class discussions.

OBJECTIVES
	This course examines prehistoric, ancient, early Christian, non-Western and medieval visual arts, including painting, sculpture, architecture, and some minor arts.  
	Readings will be required for each class.  You should take notes during class and review them in preparation for the next segment.  The class will deepen and reinforce the student’s comprehension of the readings.  A basic art historical vocabulary will be gradually mastered through the class lectures and discussions, readings, and by the use of the glossary at the end of the text.  By the end of the course, the student should possess the ability to analyze and understand works of art based on historical and aesthetic considerations, the technical process and the principles of art.

TEXT
	Gardner’s Art Through The Ages, 13th enhanced edition, available at the bookstore. This text comes with a code which is necessary to view the Blackboard supplements for the course.  Be sure to check the maps and diagrams that will help to clarify key historical concepts.  Also, use the glossary for definitions of art terms at the back of the textbook. Please check out the textbook web page for additional information. 

ATTENDANCE
	Attendance is strictly required.  Attendance will be taken each class.  If more than six classes are missed, one letter grade will be subtracted from your final grade.  Eight absences mean your highest course grade will be a C.  Twelve absences will result in a D for the course.  Any absences greater than twelve will result in a grade of F for the semester.  Absences are excused in emergency situations only and at the discretion of the instructor.

	In case of inclement weather or emergency, classes will be presented on Blackboard.

MUSEUM PAPER
	Each student will write a 3-5 page research paper after visiting a museum or cathedral or give a PowerPoint presentation.  It can be about a particular work of art, an artist, a period of art, a comparison of artists or styles, architecture, basically anything that interests you.  An example would be a paper comparing the National Cathedral with Gothic architecture or Greek and Roman architectural references in Washington, D.C.   Use endnotes and a bibliography when necessary.  Embed images of artwork if possible.  Proof of museum attendance is mandatory. Due two weeks before finals.  Late papers will be penalized a letter grade.  See the instructor if you need suggestions.

OPTIONAL PRESENTATIONS
	Each class member may give a five to ten minute oral presentation on any topic related to the arts.  You will need to bring in the object or objects of your presentation or a video, slides, or photographs.  If you are an art student, you may explain various works of your art and the techniques, inspiration, medium, etc.  If you have an interesting collection of artifacts, you may explain its’ origins and creative techniques.  Use your imaginations!  You will need to be well informed, there will be discussions.
