Entry level competencies
Functional ability to read, write and speak the English language and have a basic knowledge of computer use.
Successful completion of AUB 118 Automotive Paint Preparation is a pre-requisite for this class.

Precautions
It should be noted that automotive paint products contain strong chemicals that are known to affect the respiratory and nervous systems. Should you have existing medical conditions or develop symptoms during the course you should seek medical advice before continuing.

Course description
Teaches the theory and application of automotive paints and associated equipment. Covers the application of cleaners, primers, paints, thinners, reducers, rubbing and polishing compounds. 
Lecture 3hrs, Laboratory 3hrs, per day, two days per week. Total 12hrs per week.

Course objectives
On completion of this course, the student should be able to:-
1. Understand the operation, maintenance and safety procedures for the equipment used in the automotive refinishing industry.
2. Demonstrate and explain the use and cleaning of spray guns.
3. Understand and perform different spray techniques.
4. Identify the different respirators and their uses, perform fit tests and maintenance, and understand the importance of their correct use.
5. Determine how and when to make spot repairs.
6. Know how to prepare a vehicle for top coat application.
7. Understand the different paint products, correct mixing ratios and differences in application.
8. Explain the operation of a spray booth and its maintenance.
9. Perform  defect removal, buffing, polishing and final cleaning.
10. Understand the importance of safety in the workshop and perform lab duties with this as their No1 priority.
  
Student responsibilities and Attendance
Attendance is mandatory! Failure to attend three or more classes will result in you either being automatically withdrawn from the class, or a grade of “F” regardless of the circumstances. Should your circumstances change during the semester and you are unable to continue the class, please read and follow the instructions on the Notice To Students Regarding Attendance and Grades, this is your responsibility.

Late attendance to class is any time after the class has started and will count as only half attendance for that day, these will combine for overall attendance. For example 2 missed classes and 2 late attendances equal 3 missed classes with the resulting action being taken as above.

If you require special accommodations based on disability, you must provide an Accommodations Memorandum which can be obtained from the Counselor for Special Needs located in the Bisdorf Building.
No allowances or accommodations can be allowed by the instructor without this document. 

Students are required to conduct themselves in a professional manner. Respect the instructional staff, your fellow students and the facilities and equipment you will be using. Failure to do so will result in you being dismissed from the class for that day, repeated or serious offences will result in being withdrawn from the course.

Students are expected to bring pencils, pens, notepaper and appropriate personal safety equipment to every class. These are not supplied by the college and entry into the Lab will not be permitted without personal safety equipment.

Students should expect to spend a minimum of two hours per week outside of class for completion of homework and preparation for the next class.

All homework assignments are due within one week of being given. Late turn in will be subject to a 20% reduction in grade for that assignment.

There will be no make up test for the final exam. Make sure you are available for the day and time of the Final!

Auto Body Laboratory Rules

Students are expected to understand and adhere to the following rules. Failure to do so will result in disciplinary action being taken.
1. All students and instructors who participate in auto body laboratories ( and any visitors) must wear suitable eye protection of industrial quality in accordance with the Virginia Eye Statute.
· Eye protective devices shall be worn at all times in the laboratory when a student activity is in progress and at any time when so directed by the instructional staff.
· Eye protection shall be of the type appropriate to the hazards likely to be encountered.
2. Appropriate clothing will be worn at all times.
· Shoes will be hard soles and uppers. Safety shoes or boots are recommended. No sandals or open toes.
· No shorts or loose, dangling clothing or attire.
· Long hair must be tied up securely.
· Necklaces, jewelry and rings must be removed.
3. Unauthorized visitors are not permitted within the Lab.
4. Students shall not get into college vehicles except as required for the Lab.
5. Smoking, eating and drinking are not permitted in the classrooms or laboratories and shall be confined to the designated areas.
6. No laboratory tools, equipment or materials are to be removed from the lab or the Campus. Any attempt to do so will be treated as theft and dealt with accordingly.
7. All students will participate in returning tools and equipment to their proper place and cleaning the lab before leaving. Time will be allowed for this at the end of each class.
8. Students are responsible for their own tools and supplies.
9. No student work will be performed without proper supervision from an instructor or instructor’s aide.
10. No student shall leave the lab without the instructor’s permission.
11. No students allowed in the tool storage area.
12. With the instructor’s permission and written authorization, students may be able to use their own cars for training purposes. However this will only be allowed during scheduled lab classes and where the work performed is applicable to that class. Cars cannot be left at the college and must be removed the same day. Northern Virginia Community College and staff will not be held responsible for theft, loss or damage to or from student’s vehicles.
13. All safety requirements, both personal and within the lab must be adhered to at all times.

Tool requirements for AUB 119 
In order to provide adequate Laboratory experience, auto body students are required to provide their own personal safety equipment and certain hand tools. Below is a list of items you will need for this class. It is suggested that you wait until you have attended the first week of the semester when tools and equipment will be discussed in detail before purchasing these items. Personal safety equipment MUST be obtained before the second week in order to participate in the lab section of the class.
1. Safety glasses or goggles, ear protection, dust masks, cartridge filter respirator, spray suit and chemical resistant gloves. If you do not have them you will not be permitted to enter the lab. These are not supplied by the college.
2. Sanding blocks, large and small, hard and soft.
3. DA sander.
4. Metal and plastic scrapers.

NOTICE TO STUDENTS REGARDING ATTENDANCE AND GRADES


Your instructors establish the attendance policies for their individual classes. Be sure that you know and follow the policy for each of your classes. You also need to be aware of the 60 percent date for each class in case you need to withdraw for any reason.
If you do not attend at least one class meeting or participate in a distance learning class by the Last Day to Drop with a Tuition Refund (also known as the Census Date), your class registration will be administratively deleted.  This means that there will be no record of the class or any letter grade on your transcript. Furthermore, your class load will be reduced by the course credits, and this may affect your full-time or part-time student status.  In instances where your registration is administratively deleted because you have never attended or otherwise participated in a class, you will not receive a tuition refund.
If you start attending a class but then fail to meet the attendance requirement, your instructor may withdraw you from the class.
1. If your instructor withdraws you before or at the 60 percent date for the class, you will receive a grade of “W.”  
1. If your instructor withdraws you after the 60 percent date for the class, you will receive a grade of “F” or “U.”
1. If you have documented mitigating circumstances for withdrawal and if these circumstances are approved by your instructor and division dean, you will receive a grade of “W.” Failure to attend class is not a mitigating circumstance.

You may withdraw yourself from a class by following one of these procedures:
1. Before the 60 percent date for the class, you may use NovaConnect to withdraw from a class and receive a grade of “W.”
1. After the 60 percent date for the class, you must use a withdrawal form (NVCC 125-47: Withdrawal Initiated by Student) to withdraw from class. If you use NovaConnect to withdraw after the 60 percent date, you will automatically receive a grade of “F” or “U.”
3. If you have documented mitigating circumstances for withdrawal and if the request is approved by your instructor and division dean, you will receive a grade of “W.”

If you are receiving federal financial aid and/or veterans’ benefits, you should know that receiving a grade of “W,” “F,” or “U” for failure to attend classes may adversely affect your eligibility for assistance and you may be required to repay any aid you have received.
