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1. Type http://www.coursecompass.com/   In the middle of the screen you will see Take a Tour.  I encourage new users to start here first so you know how to use MML.

2. If you have already registered, Log in.

3. Click on your course.

4. Click on “Do Homework”

5. You will see the Assignments listed.  Click on the assignment that you want to do.  Once you click on it, the problems will appear.  If  problems do not show up, your computer does not have plug-ins to run the program.  You need to go back to first screen and use “Installation Wizard” to load plug-ins.

6. Be sure you are using the form for the syllabus to record your work for each problem.  You must keep all homework in your portfolio.  Do all the  problems.  If you need help, click “Help me solve this”, video or animation and you will be guided through an explanation of the problem. You can click on textbook and it will show you the explanation on how to do the problem in the textbook.  When you get help, your correct  answer will not count towards your score.  You will need to do another one to get credit for the problem. The numbers change in the problem when you ask for a similar example. You can do each problem as many times as it takes to get it correct.  Strive for 100% on all homework.  Remember you need 70 % to take a test.

7. After you enter an answer, be sure to click” check answer” to know if you are correct.  If you get it wrong, you can try again as explained in #5.  

8.  Note the symbols on the left of the screen.  Use these to enter fractions or mixed numbers.

9. You do not need to do all the problems at one time.  Be sure to click “submit work” before you shut down the program.  When you log in the next time, your work will have been saved so you need to do only the remaining problems.

10. BE SURE TO LOAD PLUG INS BEFORE ATTEMPTING TO DO PROBLEMS ON 
      YOUR HOME COMPUTER.  If you do not have a computer at home, use the  
      computers in Room 336 or in the Math/Writing center.  Those computers should have 
      all the plugs needed to do your homework.

11.  DO NOT LEAVE ASSIGNMENT TO THE LAST DAY.  YOUR COMPUTER MAY       
      NOT ALLOW YOU TO DO THE ASSIGNMENT AND YOU WILL GET 
      FRUSTRATED.  DO ASSIGNMENT EARLY TO AVOID PROBLEMS.
